Reflections i Wh o ehaseny commandmentsnd observeshem
is the onewho lovesmed We modernpeopleoftendo not like the
idea of commandments!We are so caughtup in freedomthat we
resistany senseof havingto do anythingbecauset is commanded!
Ontheotherhand,marriedcouplesknow thattheymustlistento one
anotherandthattheir responsdo oneanotheris a sortof obedience
to one another Yes, for sure, after listening and speakingand
dialoging This is very similar to the processof our faith in
relationshipto the Lord Jesus If we truly love Him, thenwe must
listen to Him, we must speakwith Him. And we, at times, must
dialogwith Him. Thisis whatit meanso love Him andto observe
His commandments

Somemight think that it is much easierto listen, speakand dialog
with a living personright in front of me Yet we all know how
difficult it is to have any kind of deeprelationshipwith another
person We humansguard our own territory, our own ideas,our
ways of thinking and everythingthat is personal! Marriage has
becomemoreandmoredifficult. Soalsohasa consecratedeligious
life in acommunity

To love another person always meansthat we must sacrifice
ourselvesfor the good of the other person One of the great
definitions of love is that ability to choosethe good of the other
personand give up our own good for the sakeof the otherperson
Thatdefinition soundsasyuntil we try to live it!

The Acts of the Apostlestoday,in our first reading,speaksaboutthe
peopleof Samariareceiving faith in the Lord Jesus Thesefirst
momentsof faith are incredibleand give an enormousenergyto a
new Church In time, just as we also hearin the Acts of the
Apostles,our humanityreassertdself andwe Christiansmustlearn
to life with conflicts, differencesand evenrejection The only way
to overcomethe negativitiesof community life is for eachof us,
personallyto commitour lives to the Lord andto strive to makeour
personaldecisionsbasedon our faith and not on our feelings,
emotionsor eventhinking.

The secondreading,from the First Letter of Peter,remindsus, in
Jesusthatwe mustbe putto deathin the fleshandlive in the Spirit.
This is the pathof the Lord Jesusandit mustbe our path It sounds
awful and perhapsevenfrightening on the otherhand,thereis an
incrediblejoy in walking in His waysandnotin our own. Sure,to
follow Jesuswill leaduson apathof suffering We cannotexpectto
live differently than our Lord. Resurrectiononly comesthrough
sufferinganddeath

Let us embracethe path of the Lord, let us walk with him, let us
keepHis commandmentslove Godandlove others Alleluia!
