Easter Triduum  
Holy Thursday: 7 pm 

Good Friday: Stations of the Cross at 9 am 

Good Friday Liturgy : 3 pm 

Easter Vigil, Holy Saturday: 9 pm 

Easter Sunday: 9 and 11 am 

The Sacred Paschal Triduum is the three most solemn 

days of the liturgical year; Holy Thursday, Good 

Friday, and the Easter Vigil.  These most holy days 

celebrate the Paschal Mystery, first, the passion, 

suffering, and death of the Lord Jesus, followed by his 

resurrection, the triumph of the holy cross, and 

Christ’s decisive victory over sin and death. 

The Triduum is a single feast, the Paschal Mystery, 

celebrated over three days, and they are the three 

holiest days of the entire liturgical year.   

Please make it a top priority to go to church to 

celebrate the Triduum this year.  Reserve the time.  

Rearrange your schedule if necessary.  Take some 

personal time off from work.  Suspend errands or jobs 

around the house.  Drop everything.  Plan to attend 

the Mass of the Lord’s Supper on Holy Thursday, the 

Passion of the Lord on Good Friday, and the Easter 

Vigil on Holy Saturday.  Thus you may enter into the 

mystery.

Reflection: Does the King of glory find a welcome entry in your 

home and heart? Jesus went to Jerusalem knowing full well what 

awaited him - betrayal, rejection, and crucifixion. The people of 

Jerusalem, however, were ready to hail him as their Messianic King! 

Little did they know what it would cost this king to usher in his 

kingdom? Jesus' entry into Jerusalem astride a colt was a direct 

fulfillment of the Messianic prophecy of Zechariah Rejoice greatly, 

O daughter of Zion. Shout aloud, O daughter of Jerusalem.  Lo, your 

king comes to you; triumphant and victorious is he, and riding on a 

donkey and upon a colt the foal of a donkey. 

The colt was a sign of peace. Jesus enters Jerusalem in meekness 

and humility, as the Messianic King who offers victory and peace to 

his people. That victory and peace would be secured in the cross and 

resurrection, which would soon take place at the time of Passover. 

Augustine, the great 5th century church father, comments on the 

significance of Jesus' entry into Jerusalem: 

"The master of humility is Christ who humbled himself and became 

obedient even to death, even the death of the cross.  Thus he does 

not lose his divinity when he teaches us humility... What great thing 

was it to the king of the ages to become the king of humanity? For 

Christ was not the king of Israel so that he might exact a tax or equip 

an army with weaponry and visibly vanquish an enemy. He was the 

king of Israel in that he rules minds, in that he gives counsel for 

eternity, in that he leads into the kingdom of heaven for those who 

believe, hope, and love.  It is condescension, not advancement for 

one who is the Son of God, equal to the Father, the Word through 

whom all things were made, to become king of Israel.  It is an 

indication of pity, not an increase in power."  

 Psalm 24 is another prophetic passage which echoes this triumphal 

procession of the King of glory: Lift up your heads, O gates! And be 

lifted up, O ancient doors!  That the King of glory may come in. 

Jesus Christ came to bring us the kingdom of God. He is the true 

King who offers peace, joy, and everlasting life for those who accept 

his kingship. Does the King of glory find a welcome entry in your 

heart and home? Do your walls echo with the praise of his glory? 

 

Something to think: Great winds are powerless to disturb 

the waters of a deep well.  

"Don't be upset at every little thing that goes wrong in your 

life. Don’t let the winds that blow outside enter your mind and 

affect your peace and tranquility. Chasing something external 

to satisfy the internal is waging war with self. Until you end 

your own inner war, war will never end. Calm your mind. For in 

calmness is a pounding heart - a heart that returns to Source, a 

heart that trusts God.“
